With regard to your request for information received by the Department on 21 June
2023 which sought the following information:

1 would like to know how much money the department has spent on branded
merchandise over the last five years.

This includes items such stationary: pens, pencils, paper, mousepads etc. As well as
clothing: tee shirts, hats, lanyards and things like water bottles, travel mugs and tote
bags.’

| can advise that the Department has completed its search and can confirm that it
holds the information you requested.

Over the five-year period for the 2018-19 financial year to the 2022-23 financial year,
the Department and its Agencies spent a total of £212,492.75 in relation to branded
merchandise. This excludes any Personal Protective Equipment provided to staff in
relation to their job role, which may have had the Department’s logo on it.

The supply of information in response to a freedom of information request does not
confer an automatic right to re-use the information. Under UK copyright law you can
use any information supplied for the purposes of private study and non-commercial
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research without requiring permission. Similarly, information supplied can also be
re-used for the purposes of news reporting. An exception to this is photographs.

For other forms of re-use, for example publishing the information, you would need
the permission of the organisation or person who owns the copyright. In the case of
information produced by government departments and agencies you can re-use the
information under the Open Government Licence.
